The Honorable County Board of McHenry County, Illinois met in Regular Session on Tuesday, November 
20, 2007. 
 
Chairman Koehler called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag was led by 
Chief Deputy County Clerk Terry Madsen with Members of the Board, department heads and visitors 
participating.  Ms. Wheeler gave the invocation/personal remarks.   
 
ROLL CALL 
The roll was called by Chief Deputy County Clerk Terry Madsen.  The following members responded:  Shea, 
Wheeler, Zierer, Barnes, Chmiel, Donley, Donner, Draffkorn, Dvorak, Hammerand, Heisler, Hill, Jung, 
Kennedy, McCann, Miller, Munaretto, Orphal, Peschke, Provenzano, Ryan, Salgado and Koehler.

Merkel.  Chairman Koehler declared a quorum present with twenty-three (23) members responding.    
 
MINUTES 
Ms. Donner made a motion seconded by Mr. Heisler to approve County Board minutes from  
November 6th 2007.  Chairman Koehler asked if there were any corrections, there were none.  Chairman 
Koehler asked for a voice vote, the ayes having it, the motion to approve the minutes was approved.   
 
CHAIRMAN’S REMARKS 
Chairman Koehler thanked everyone that attended the EDC reception this evening before this board 
meeting.  Secondly he talked about the Stroger Hospital issue at hand.  There is a request on Cook County 
Hospital’s part to all of the collar counties to be involved in a reimbursement program for medications that 
are being supplied to collar county residents via their pharmacy in their hospital system.  Chairman Koehler 
said this hospital is running in the red and they feel this is one way that they feel they can recoup some of 
those dollars.  He said to his knowledge none of the collar counties are responding in a manner of saying 
yes go ahead and bill us and we will pay.  Chairman Koehler said they have met with the Family Health 
Clinic and they are aware of the problem and will assist in any way that they can.  He has met with the 
Public Health and Human Services Committee and received some feed back and he has also met with 
township supervisors to inform them of the issue because if there is money to be paid they will probably be 
the front line where people might attempt to apply for funding.  Chairman Koehler said he feels that the 
groundwork has been laid to help any one who is caught up in this change which will take effect on 
December 1st by Cook County Hospital.  Mr. McNulty has a way to triage calls that may come in so that 
people will get funneled to places where they can seek assistance at this time.  Chairman Koehler said the 
only data that changed was instead of a number of Rx’s they were able to tell him it is somewhere between 
60-70 patients that are receiving meds from them.  With this kind of data, Chairman Koehler said we will not 
be replying to Cook County, which is basically a no, about reimbursement.

Chairman Koehler asked for a voice vote, the ayes having it, Chairman Koehler declared the motion passed.   
 
SPECIAL PRESENTATIONS 
FY 08 Budget and Economic Outlook 
Ralph Sarbaugh and Peter Austin talked about the 2008 budget and gave a short power point presentation.  
Mr. Sarbaugh explained the pie charts being shown about where the revenue and expenditures come from 
percentage wise.  Mr. Austin said the budget being presented for Fiscal Year 2008 with revenues and 
expenditures totals just in excess of $271 million.  Mr. Sarbaugh said 17% of the budget is the operating 
transfer out which is an anomaly for this year’s budget 
Mr. Austin said new this year in the budget is that we will be adding 19.5 full time positions to the General 
Fund, nine of those are associated with the new judge and misdemeanor traffic courtroom.  He said there 
has been much talk about the DOT and new dollars are being pushed into road projects which is accounting 
for some of the changes in the budget.  Mr. Sarbaugh said the budget grew by 36% over the 2007 budget.  
This large increase is because we borrowed $50 million dollars to do road improvements for the 
transportation system in the County and of that $35 million is budgeted to be expended during 2008.  He 
said there is a $6.2 million dollar debt service payment shown in the budget and he explained the way we 
are accounting for that in our accounting system is those two lines require dual budget entries.  They are 
doing an operating transfer out and an operating transfer in and then actually accounting for the true 
expenditures, so the budget is getting hit twice.  It is a book entry it is not really dollars leaving the County.  
Mr. Sarbaugh said if you take the 2008 budget as it is presented it comes to the $271 million noted before, if 
you were to pull the whole DOT project out of the 2008 budget the numbers would be $207 million instead of 
the $271 million, with the actual increase in the budget of about 4.8%.  The decision for accounting for the 
Road Improvement Project Fund being entered in this way was decided through a team put together 
including the Auditor’s office, Treasurer’s office, the DOT and County Administration.  This seemed to be the 
best way to account for the several projects that this $50 million will cover.  Mr. Austin and Mr. Sarbaugh 
talked about the many accomplishments over the last seven years, one major one being the County’s rating 
of its financial stability from a Aa3 in August 2002 to Aa1 in June 2007, which is only one step from the top 
rating.  This increase in our rating says that we know what we are doing with our finances and our revenues 
exceed our expenditures.  And on top of that the County is still able to maintain a five month cash reserve.  
Mr. Austin said that we will again be putting money away just not quite as much as in the past due to the 
economy as it is today.  He told the board that we are in a strong financial position but he cautioned them 
that we need to keep our eyes open and spend wisely.  There are no new projects scheduled for 2008 but 
we will continue to work on the campus plan for the County.  They noted that if the economy continues to go 
down, we will need to protect the strength of the County and watch our funds carefully.  Chairman Koehler 
thanked Peter and Ralph for their presentation.   
Mr. Hammerand asked if a copy of the budget was going to be handed out.  Mr. Sarbaugh said that after the 
budget adjustments are approved tonight then the budget will be adjusted accordingly and sent to the 
printer.  The board has copies of the Annual Appropriation and Tax Levy Ordinances as well as the 
adjustments being made to the Draft budget that is currently on display.  Mr. Hammerand thought that a 
copy of the full budget went to everyone and that it would be helpful to have a copy to compare line to line 
what the changes are from one year to the next.  Mr. Sarbaugh clarified that for the last three years we have 
not handed out a Draft Budget.  We have eliminated that duplication and waste of paper and a true budget 
has not been handed out until sometime mid-December at the earliest because it takes a while to get it to 
the printer and get it back.   Mr. Austin told Mr. Hammerand further discussion on the process is welcome.

STANDING COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN UPDATES 
Mr. Munaretto thanked everyone involved in the preparation of the budget this year.  Lastly he said he was 
disappointed in some members of the Finance Committee who voted against the Real Estate Policy, it will 
not be coming before the County Board they are through with it.   
 
Mr. Jung said that on November 8th the RPC met with the townships regarding the townships plans for 
growth and to receive input on the 2030 Plan.  One common theme of the meeting was the concern they 
had on preserving prime farm land and water recharge areas.  They would also like to receive more 
communication and cooperation from their neighboring municipalities.  In February the RPC will give a 
presentation to the board showing their progress and where they hope to be in the near future.   
 
Ms. Hill said that she and Mr. Hadley of Facilities Management took our County’s show on the road on what 
the County has accomplished in green initiatives and met with the green team for the Crystal Lake Chamber  
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at their invitation.   They were quite impressed with it and she thinks an invitation will be forthcoming from 
MCC for us to share the expertise of our Facilities Management.   
 
Ms. Peschke said that there was an excellent meeting on Monday regarding the Leaf Burning Ordinance.  
Fire Chief Tobiasz from Spring Grove was there and he brought a letter stating that there was unanimous 
support from fire chiefs around the County of this ordinance in its present format.  They understand that they 
are not mandated to enforce the ordinance but they are willing to help as much as they can and hopefully if  
there are major expenses incurred by the chiefs departments we might possibly impose on the judges to 
recover fines for those people and reimburse the departments.

15.2 F(1)  Resolution authorizing approval of a McHenry County Facilities Smoking Policy 
Ms. Hill made a motion seconded by Ms. Chmiel to approve the above-named resolution. 
 
Ms. Hill noted that after the Management Services Committee approved this Administration thought it would 
be a good idea to have it reviewed by the Sheriff’s office and some changes were made, those changes 
being noted in red on the sheet before the board this evening.  The two major changes made are the 
designation of the smoking area and what a county facility was in definitions and they took out “it is the intent 
of this policy to obtain voluntary compliance with the provisions of the Smoke Free Illinois Act.”   Ms. Hill said 
this comes before us because we have to implement a State Statute and this was the committee’s response 
to put those processes into place on how to do that.  These changes came after the committee meeting and 
she feels it is worth while for the board to vote on this.   
Ms. Barnes asked if employees will be able to smoke in their own vehicles on County property.  The answer 
was yes.  She feels that these changes do explain some of the other questions she had and asked for some 
elaboration on the enforcement of the policy.  Mr. Labaj said that Court Security is now highlighted in this 
policy as one of the agencies that will be implementing the Act.  The Sheriff’s Department feels comfortable 
with this Policy and the definitions and they are comfortable with enforcing it.   
 
Chairman Koehler asked for a voice vote, the ayes having it, Chairman Koehler declared the motion passed.

Mr. Hammerand raised some concern about some of the sections regarding the plumbing code.  Mr. 
McNulty responded that the ordinance has gone through extensive review and they have received an 
approval letter from the State Health Department. 
 
Chairman Koehler asked for a voice vote, the ayes having it, Chairman Koehler declared the motion passed.   
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For Action:  Ordinance authorizing an extension to the Cable Television Franchise Agreement with Comcast 
of Northern Illinois, Inc. and Comcast of Illinois/Texas, Inc.  
Ms. Hill made a motion seconded by Ms. Donner to approve the above-named ordinance.   
 
Mr. Shea commented that he noticed that lately that Comcast has taken away channels yet there has been 
no adjustment, he wondered if this had been discussed.  Ms. Hill said no.  She said their per view if right of 
way issues and customer service issues, but the FCC regulates pricing and programming we have no say 
so over that.  Mr. Hammerand said he felt like we are selecting this cable company for residents and doesn’t  
agree with that, he would like to see some free enterprise in our County.   Chairman Koehler said there is 
free enterprise coming, Project Light Speed (AT & T).  They have contacted him several times this week 
because there are certain municipalities that are not cooperating in allowing the right of way to be taken care 
of for County residents.  So he is working on that issue.  This contract does not preclude them from doing 
business in our County.  Ms. Hill said this is a short term agreement to March and that they have every 
intention of bringing competition in.  Mr. Sullivan of IT said this extends our Franchise Agreement with 
Comcast which is better for us than a statewide franchise.  The state has already passed that and is 
allowing AT & T and anybody else to enter the game if they have the money.  This agreement imposes 
some higher specifications on Comcast than the statewide franchise does and that is why the attorneys 
thought it would be a good idea to allow that.  It gives them a couple of months to figure out what they want 
to do and we also have more control over them than we would if they were operating directly under the 
statewide franchise.
